If you have a smartphone,
program emergency humbers into
it. It's one of the first spots
hospitals check if you're admitted
alone because they are able to
bypass your pass code in order to
access your contacts.

Additionally, list your important
emergency contact numbers and
information in your planner, if you
carry one. Whatever items you
have on a regular basis are good
spofts to keep emergency
information.
