The goal 
of the Associate in Arts in Political Science for Transfer degree 
(ADT) is to provide students with an understanding of the 
American political system and other political systems within 
the context of global forces, international conflicts, ideological 
systems and diversity. Courses in this degree are designed to 
introduce students to the field of political science and the 
primary subfields of political science, and to equip students

o The Intersegmental General Education Transfer 
Curriculum (IGETC) for CSU, with completion of 
Area 1C: Oral Communication (CSU admission 
requirement) 

• A minimum of 19 semester units required for the major 
• All courses in the major must be completed with a grade 

of “C” or better or a “P” if the course is taken on a “Pass- 
No Pass” basis (Title 5 § 55063)

• If you have attended any colleges or 

universities outside the Los Angeles 
Community College District and will be 
using coursework toward an associate 
degree, Certificate of Achievement or GE 
Certification, we require official transcripts to 
be on file with Admissions and Records. 
This also applies to any coursework taken 
within our District prior to Spring 1974. 
Transcripts from other institutions must be 
mailed directly to the Admissions & Records 
Office by the respective colleges for credit. 

 
• If you are going to use courses from 

colleges or universities outside of the 
California Community College system, you 
should make an appointment with a 
counselor for a transcript evaluation to 
determine which courses can be used 
towards your degree or certification. It is 
highly recommended that all students who 
start at LATTC meet with a counselor to 
discuss your transfer educational goals.
