Build LA

Project Overview

Build LA is a partnership between Los Angeles Trade Technical College, the local building industry and high schools in the Los Angeles region designed to address the critical need for entry level and skilled workers in the building trades and construction industry in southern California. The foundation of this project is the development of articulated career pathways between secondary education, post-secondary education, and industry, including a pipeline to an apprenticeship program.  The project will establish the Center for Construction Education (CCE) which will act as the conduit linking education and industry sides of construction.  The Center will be responsible for the creation of curriculum aligned with industry and state CTE standards, the adaptation of current industry driven curriculum, and the creation and management of a regional advisory committee for construction education.  The center will allow for the sustainability of the project through the continuation of the process of curriculum and teacher in-service.

As a result of the Build LA we expect the following outcomes:


· Carpentry/Construction programs at our partnership high schools will be revitalized due to enhanced articulated curriculum and pathway development 

· The relationship between educational institutions, industry and business will be strengthened via the joint advisory boards and work-based learning activities

· A foundation course in Finish Carpentry will be enhanced with the development of a DVD to teach and reinforce basic skills and address CTE standards; this curriculum package will include the training DVD, grading rubrics, handouts and activities, testing materials, curriculum outlines, and support material, tools, equipment and supplies that are needed 

· The Carpentry curriculum at LATTC will be revised and a new certificate program in Finish Carpentry developed     

· High school teachers and community college instructors will become industry certified via the National Center for Construction Education and Research (NCCER), an industry-recognized certification - high school teachers will earn the certification and college instructors will become Master Trainers

· Students will be tracked with enhanced accountability and reporting protocols; outcomes measured will include continuation in post-secondary education and employment.  A full formative & summative evaluation of the program by an external evaluator will be completed.

· On-the-job training and work-based learning will be provided through our long-term industry partners who currently work with Trade Tech including many small contractors and construction businesses, Habitat for Humanity, and the Los Angeles Community College District's e7 Internship program.  These relationships are already in place and on-going activities in trade Tech’s Construction Technology curriculum.

· A Center for Construction Education will be developed to carry on grant activities after the funding period ends. This will continue to bridge the gaps, train additional high school and college instructors and remain current with industry standards, trends and training needs.

LATTC will train secondary teachers in the delivery and management of curriculum that will be delivered to high school students and be articulated with the community college thereby eliminating the barriers between the community college and the high school to meet industry needs.
