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CAHSEE to College

Grant and Program Overview

The Los Angeles Trade-Technical College CAHSSE to College program is a partnership program with Los Angeles area high schools and the Los Angeles Unified Schools Drop-out and Prevention Program.  The purpose of the grant and CAHSEE to College Program is to provide instructional resources and outreach to non-graduating high school seniors to pass the CAHSEE exam and bridge them into college.
The program consists of (1) enhanced instruction in CAHSEE math and language arts topics (2) individualized and group tutoring (3) academic advising and personal counseling/career advising (4) exposure to postsecondary education. The following objectives for this project will be met over a two year period:
· 650 potential high school students will participate in CAHSEE preparation coursework

· 70% of all CAHSEE participants will pass the exam 

· 650 potential high school students will participate in academic and career counseling designed to help them complete unit deficiencies to meet high school graduation requirements

· 100% of CAHSEE participants will participate in all of the academic and career counseling activities

· 35 faculty members (high school and college) will participate in the development of non-credit basic skills courses to prepare students to pass the exam

· 90% of the college and high school faculty in the collaborative will attend an in-service to train high school faculty on how to use the curriculum developed for this project 

· At least 50% of the parents of the CAHSEE participants will participate in workshops designed to create support for the educational process

· Dissemination of materials and curriculum will take place at conferences, special events, and a dedicated website and via District-wide and regional meetings and workshops. 

Continued rigorous faculty, tutorial, and advising assistance will support all program efforts and the Earn and Learn program will give CAHSEE non-completers additional incentives to participate. Furthermore, CAHSEE to College is designed to serve as a bridge to college as well.  Increased access to the LATTC student support services, faculty, and staff will assist these potential students with subsequent community college enrollment.
