Indicator One:  Skill Attainment – GPA of at least 2.0 on Forms and Grade C & Above on all other reports

Indicator One uses 2001-2002 enrollments in Apprenticeship, Advanced Occupational or Clearly Occupational courses (coded with SAM Priority codes A-C). Students may be enrolled in more than one program area and may be included in more than one population grouping. 

 

Indicator Two:  Completions – Certificates, Degrees and Transfers  
59.82% Performance Goal
Indicator Two measures completions for 2000-01 vocational student "Leavers and Completers."  Receipt of a certificate or degree or enrollment in a California four year public University with or without a degree is considered a completion. Military enrollment was not available for this cohort and was removed from all cohorts on three year presentations for the 2003-04 reports.

 

Indicator Three:  Placement and Retention 
83.19% Placement and 82.75% Retention Performance Goals
Indicator Three measures Placement as UI covered employment or continuation at CSU/UC and Retention as three consecutive quarters in UI covered employment for 2000-01 vocational student "Leavers and Completers" in their first year after college.  Students found continuing at UC or CSU are considered placed but are removed prior to calculations for retention.  Retention is based solely on UI Employed Leavers and Completers. 

Military enrollment and federal government employment, although available in previous years, were not available for this cohort. Placement status using military and federal employment was removed from all cohorts on three year presentations for the 2003-04 reports.

 

Indicator Four:  Equity - Training Leading to Nontraditional Employment 
28.98% Participation Performance Goals Indicator Four, Participation, measures the participation of students in 2000-01 vocational courses (SAM code A –D) leading to employment where either gender is less than 25% of those employed using 1990 Census data. 

26.95% Completion Performance Goals
Indicator Four, Completion, measures Completion of 2000-01 vocational student "Leavers and Completers" in training leading to employment where either gender is less than 25% of those employed using 1990 Census data. 

 

 

Cohort Definitions: 

Indicator One:

Indicator One uses enrollments in Apprenticeship, Advanced Occupational or Clearly Occupational courses (coded with SAM Priority codes A-C). Students may be enrolled in more than one program area and may be included in more than one population grouping. 

Indicators Two, Three and Four (Completion measure only):

These indicators use the Vocational Student "Leavers and Completers". Vocational student Leavers and Completers, are those students who successfully completed at least one Apprenticeship, Advanced Occupational or Clearly Occupational (SAM A-C) course and earned at least 12 vocational units (SAM A-D) in a program area (two digit TOP code) or earned a vocational degree or certificate (Completer).  

Students are represented in one program area only based on completion or highest number of units earned in a single program area.  Leavers are those students who did not enroll at any California Community College for a full academic year.  Students completing degrees prior to the cohort year who continue at community colleges are considered lifelong learners and are removed from the leaver cohort.

Indicator Four (Participation measure only):

This indicator uses enrollments in Apprenticeship, Advanced Occupational, Clearly Occupational and Possibly Occupational (SAM A – D) courses. Students may be enrolled in more than one program area and may be included in more than one population grouping. A student considered to be non-traditional in a program area at any top code level, is considered non-traditional throughout that program area.

Report Map:

1. VTEA Title IC - Section 1 forms: The first set of reports includes the forms to be incorporated in the 2003-04 local plan and final report. Part D (final report) and Part E (local plan) are the College Aggregate Core Indicator Information for each indicator with the special populations delineated. Part F is the Core Indicator Information by funded TOP code (at the two, four or six digit TOP level). 
2. Summary Report: The next format provides a summary of all the indicator outcomes by program (at the two, four or six digit TOP level) on a single page. These reports are available for all vocational students and each special population group. 

a. Summary – College: These reports include only those students in programs (TOP codes) offered at the college selected. District and statewide reports in this report selection include only students in programs offered at the selected college. This allows comparisons of selected programs or demographic groups in programs offered at the college with those in similar program groupings at the district and state level. 
b. Summary – District: These reports include only those students in programs (TOP codes) offered at the district of the college selected. District and statewide reports in this report selection include only students in programs offered at the district of the selected college. This allows comparisons of selected programs or demographic groups in programs offered at the district with those in similar program groupings at the state level. 
c. Summary – State: These reports include all students in programs (TOP codes) offered throughout the state. 

3. Summary Detail: The third format provides a set of detailed reports for each indicator with special population breakouts within a program area all on a single page (also at the two, four or six digit TOP level). 

4. Indicator Detail: The fourth format provides a set of detailed reports for each indicator with special population breakouts within a program area all on a single page (also at the two, four or six digit TOP level). This format also provides a three year history on the summary report page. 
5. Summary Download: The last format is provided for downloading a summary data file to be used in other software such as Microsoft Access, BRIO, Microsoft Excel, SPSS, SAS or other analytical software.
