Title V
Cooperative Grant Overview

The purpose of the Title V Coop Technology Grant--a cooperative grant with East Los Angeles College, West Los Angeles College, and the District Office--is to increase access to and use of instructional technology to enhance faculty and student success.  This is primarily accomplished with the following major grant activities.  
· Faculty/Staff Development for Technology Applications.  The District and each institution will develop a training strategy and schedule for phasing in new technologies.  Workshops will provide faculty with access to equipment, software and online resources to improve skills in teaching.  Faculty development will create “e-learning communities” and coordinate with each college’s existing faculty/staff development program. 
· Internet Portals for Faculty/Staff.  Using available technology, all three colleges will develop portals for curriculum development, e.g: online lessons, schedules, calendars, quizzes, podcasting, chatrooms, e-portfolios, degree audits, etc.
· Internet Portals for Students.  Expanded use of Internet portals by students will accelerate learning, particularly in basic skills.   The advance of portable technology (e.g. wireless and cell-phone distribution of music, video and Internet) will increase accessibility and communication between individual instructors and students, via structures created in this Title V project.
· E-Portfolio Development. Following techniques developed at LaGuardia College and other institutions, colleges will develop student portfolios which showcase academic growth and accomplishments.  Instructors who engage students in the creation of e-portfolios will develop teacher portfolios to share with faculty at each school.
· Technology “Web 2.0” Pilot-tests.  Individual projects (both student and faculty generated) will determine potential of new technologies; wireless, social networks (MySpace, Flickr), podcasting (including video). Pilot-tests will be shared among the three partner colleges.
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The Title V Cooperative grant is funded by the Department of Education.  It is a $3.5 million, five year grant commencing October 1, 2007.  East Los Angeles College is the fiscal agent of the grant.
