The purpose of the Title V Institutional Grant is to increase the technological infrastructure and capabilities of the College, faculty, students, and staff.  There are five major activities that will be supported by these grant funds as follows:

(1) Strengthening the technology infrastructure capacity and creation of Multi-Media Technology and Training Center,
(2) Implementation of a faculty professional development technology initiative,

(3) Development of SLOs (Student Learning Objectives) for Technology Engagement,

(4) Employing best practices in teaching and learning through development of Reusable Learning Objects (RLO) and hybrid courses, and

(5) Piloting a Summer Technology Academy for first-time students including E-Portfolios.

This grant will enable the College to continue its quest as the pre-eminent community college for technology-mediated teaching and learning in the country.
