COURSE DESCRIPTION:  This course provides practice and guidance in 

 writing organized, well developed paragraphs and essays with effective 
 introductions and conclusions.  Pre-writing, rough draft, editing, and rewriting 
 will lead to the finished composition, usually a five-paragraph essay.  A  

variety of rhetorical modes will include:  narration, expository, comparison 
and contrast, and simple argumentation.  The importance of careful reading  
and critical thinking skills will also be emphasized in the course.
