FTA Grand Avenue Improvements: Ted Tanaka Architects has presented the
conceptual plan to the college. Further development is in progress for FTA grant
application submission by end of January 2007.

Auto Metal Building — Solar Photovoltaic System: LATTC management has
approved the proposal submitted by Ameresco for installation of a Solar PV Panel
System on the rooftop of F Building.

Gymnasium Building G and J: Bid phase for this project will occur in the first
quarter of 2007 to facilitate re-bid of the South Campus project.

South Campus: MDA JF agreement for redesign and repackaging of South Campus
for re-bid and for preparation of phase Il design package to include Athletic field at-
grade and other site work have been submitted to board of Trustees meeting of
January 10, 2007 for ratification/authorization. MDA JF completed repackaging of
contract documents for re-bid and submitted to CPM on December 26, 2006.

New Above Ground Storage Fuel Tanks: On 12/06/06, Breen Engineering
submitted SD drawings for the new above ground storage fuel tanks. CPM and
LATTC Facilities have reviewed the drawings and provided comments for resolution
by the consultant.

Fashion and Fine Arts Building-HVAC Upgrade: Design review of Building D
95% CD plans and specifications have been completed with final incorporation of
comments in progress by Breen Engineering.

Buildings D and B — Miscellaneous Finish Upgrade: PBWS Architects has
submitted CDs and cost estimates for this work. The college has decided to proceed
with the project even though the estimates exceeded the project budget. The
architect has been advised to proceed with finalizing design documents.

Buildings D, B, and K — ADA / Fire Life Safety Improvement: PBWS Architects
has submitted ADA/FLS survey and rough order of magnitude costs associated with
these buildings. Since this project was not identified and funded for during the initial
Proposition A/AA Bond Program planning stage, the college has decided to include it
with future Bond program.

Construction Technology Building — Upgrade Toilet Facilities: The college
agreed to proceed with the project with the understanding that DSA will agree to FLS
and ADA improvement by separate project in the future. Accordingly, PBWS has
been requested to proceed with DD for this project.

Auto Metal Building Structural Repairs — Phase 2: DSA has completed their
review of the final plans. TDM Architects is in the process of incorporating DSA plan
review comments. DSA approval of plans is scheduled for completion by mid-
January 2007.
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Transportation and Accessibility Improvements-Onsite: PBWS Architects has

submitted the 50% DD drawings for campus wide on-site accessibility. CPM will
schedule a comment resolution meeting with PBWS, LATTC, and CPM in early January
2007.

Art and Culinary Arts Building-Phase 2: Contract execution is in progress followed
by NTP to design phase.

Learning Resource Center & Library-Phase 2: DMIJM/JGM and CPM is preparing a
Request for Proposal (RFP) to be completed by Harley Ellis Devereaux as project
architect for LRC Phase 2 project.

Liberal Arts Building-Grand Theater Roof (Scheduled Maintenance Project):
Ameresco is in the process of preparing a revised cost proposal to install the solar roof.

Liberal Arts Building-Renovation of Cosmetology Studio: The contract has been
issued to PBWS Architects to provide programming for the Cosmetology studios.
Programming is in progress.

Math & Science Building — Pumps and Others: C. G. Construction has completed all
installation work. Final connections to the existing system and startup are scheduled
for mid-January 2007.

Information Technology Conduit Installation: Executed copy of a change order for
unforeseen excavation work is pending from G. Coast Construction. Closeout phase is
in progress.
