Art and Culinary Arts Building-Phase 2: PBWS Architects design team continued
with phase 2 programming. A field visit to Las Vegas to view an arts facility designed
by PBWS Architects is planned for November 2007. Attendees will include LATTC
staff from Culinary Arts dept. and the CPM.

Learning Assistance Center Basement: The design team, Harley Ellis Devereaux
(HED), provided a PowerPoint presentation to the College and department chairs to
outline the FPP for the Learning Assistance Center Basement project.

RWGPL-Grand Avenue Enhancement Phase 1: The architect, Ted Tokio Tanaka
Architects, presented the conceptual program for the project to the CPM for review
on October 17, 2007. Diana Ho briefed the CPM on an additional one million dollar
FTA funding allocation for LATTC.

RWGPL-Grand Avenue Enhancement Phase 2 — City Funds for Grand Avenue

Enhancement: AVA has received comments from LACCD legal department on the
City draft agreement. A meeting is scheduled on November 9, 2007 to resolve
comments.

Liberal Arts Building — Grand Theater Roof: LATTC and LACCD have concluded
that the solar roof would not be installed, as this building will be renovated in the
coming years. A Proposed Board Agenda authorizing Independent Roofing
Consultant to design the roof replacement has been prepared by the CPM.

Auto Metal Building — Solar Photovoltaic System: No activity to report. CPM will
continue to work with LACCD energy team and qualified vendors to execute a Solar
PV System design concept.

Campus Improvements-New Fuel Tanks: DSA rejected placing the fuel tanks near
the F Ramp as presented by Breen Engineering on October 2, 2007. The engineer
will meet with DSA in November 2007 to determine the final location for the tanks.

Fashion and Fine Arts Building — HVAC Upgrade: DSA continued to review the
Building D HVAC Upgrade plans and specifications for approval. DSA is scheduled
to complete their review of this package in November 2007.

Fashion & Fine Arts Building — Miscellaneous Finish Upgrades: CPM and
BuildLACCD compiled the Bid package and advertised this project for construction on
October 10 and 17, 2007. Mandatory Pre-Bid Conference was held on October 23,
2007. Bid opening is scheduled for November 13, 2007.

Construction Technology Building — Upgrade Toilet Facilities: PBWS Architects
continued to finalize the design drawings including removal and construction of a new
staircase at the end of F building. The design package is scheduled for DSA review
by the end of November 2007.
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Construction Technology Building — Miscellaneous Finish Upgrades: CPM and
BuildLACCD compiled the Bid package and advertised this project for construction on
October 10 and 17, 2007. Mandatory Pre-Bid Conference was held on October 17,
2007. Bid opening is scheduled for November 13, 2007.

Transportation and Accessibility Improvements-Onsite: This project is among three
others to be selected by BuildLACCD as a pilot for electronic submittal to DSA. PBWS
Architects, the designer for this project, continued to incorporate review comments by
the College and CPM for CD submittal package to DSA in November 2007.

Liberal Arts Building — Utility Tunnel Repair Phase 2: Pre-Bid Conference for this
project was held on October 11, 2007, followed by Bid opening on October 25, 2007.
The lowest bid was within the range of the construction cost estimate ($118K). The
Bids are undergoing review by BuildLACCD with Notice of Intent to Award to the lowest
Bidder scheduled for early November 2007.

Math & Science Bldg. ‘K’ — Repair HVAC Controls: Digital Energy submitted the
preliminary Bid package to the CPM as they continued to refine the consolidated cost
associated with repackaging the project. The CPM has begun compiling the Bid
documents for delivery to BuildLACCD by early November 2007.

A-Building Restoration & Modernization: Tetra Design is currently working on 100%
construction documents. A new structural designer, John Martin and Associates have
been working with Tetra Design on the Auditorium structural retrofit.

Child Development Center: Finish coat on the exterior stucco work has been
completed. Metal studs framing, water chiller piping, HVAC ductwork, and exterior
stucco work continued and are near complete.

Olive Street Parking Structure Design-Build: The third Punch List/Closeout meeting
was held on October 25, 2007, for resolution of major items of deficiencies. A list of
items have been identified and verified for correction as the College continued to
review and update the punch list.

RWGPL — ‘F Ramp: CPM received an updated final sewer plan of connection in
Flower Street on October 11, 2007. A letter of certification for future uses and review of
legal description for property easement requirements will be prepared by the CPM.

South Campus — General: Taisei Construction continued with deep foundation rebar
placement and fire pump room wall forming for the Student Services Building. The
Technology Building walls for the fire pump and elevators pits have been poured.

Auto Metal Building — Structural Repairs Phase 2: Notice to Proceed with

construction was issued to HNK Construction on October 10, 2007. HNK has
submitted a preliminary Schedule of Values and Construction Schedule for review and

approval by the CPM.
