III.  Electronic Enforcement and Challenge Exam Processes:
Per the Los Angles Community College District policy (reissued May, 2006), which is based on the California Community Colleges Model District Policy (adopted 1994), implementation of prerequisites, co-requisites and limitations must be done in “…a consistent manner and not left exclusively to the classroom instructor”. 
The District policy further states that “Every attempt shall be made to enforce all conditions a student must meet…so that…the student is not permitted to enroll unless he or she has met all conditions”  It also states that “If enrollment is not blocked, then what is being established is not a prerequisite or co-requisite but an advisory”.  Further, all students challenging a pre- or co-requisite must be offered a challenge exam within 5 days, or be enrolled into the class by default.
In order to satisfy these State and District requirements, all pre- and co-requisites being requested must also have:
1.)
A copy of challenge exam to be filed with the Matriculation office before pre- or co-requisites can be 
placed in the catalog or schedule, 

2.)
An understanding on behalf of the requesting Department that all pre- and co-requisites will be 
electronically enforced, and

3.)
An understanding that all limitations on enrollment expire after 6 years and will have to be renewed/re-
validated.
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
